To encourage more women to pursue education and careers in business, Zonta Interna-
tional established the Jane M. Klausman Women in Business Scholarship. Zonta Interna-
tional offers up to 32 scholarships of US$2,000 each at the district/region level and six
international scholarships in the amount of US$8,000 each.

Women of any age, pursuing an accredited business or business-related program who
demonstrate outstanding potential in the field, are eligible and encouraged to apply. For a
full list of the eligibility and application requirements, please refer to the application.

Since the program’s inception, Zonta has awarded 527 Scholarships, totalling more than
US$1.2 million, to 397 women representing 56 countries.

Jane M. Klausman Women in Business Scholarships are made possible through invest-
ment income generated by the Klausman bequest, and by generous contributions from
Zontians, Zonta clubs and friends of Zonta.
